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1. Volunteer Community Development Mae Cham, Chiang Mai, Thailand

To promote students’ potential to have knowledge in organizing integrated activities to
provide knowledge in various skills to students by going to the area to learn about community
ways to bring knowledge to sustainable development and to inspire them to continue volunteer
work. The committee of the Volunteer Student Center organized activities align with students
from the Faculty of Fine and Applied Arts, Faculty of Engineering, Faculty of Humanities and the

International College for Sustainability Studies as follows:

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2. "SWU Volunteer...Bring me to Loei!" (February 15-19, 2023)

To develop students’ volunteer spirit "SWU Volunteer...Bring me to Loei!" was held
between 15-19 February 2023 with the objective of developing students' potential in supporting
community activities, tourism, and doing community service activities in remote areas. This project
is organized by the Volunteer Student Center, Srinakharinwirot University (SWU) in collaboration
with the Tourism Authority of Thailand (TAT) under the framework of learning and exchanging
local cultures. In addition, participants also had the opportunity to volunteer to develop

communities and schools in remote areas of Loei Province to enhance knowledge and

understanding of local ways of life and promote sustainable participation in society.

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5. SUMMER SWU WE CAN DO VOLUNTEER SEASON 2 (June 8 - 17, 2023)

This activity encourages participants to collect and separate used water bottles for
recycling, thereby promoting effective waste management. The process of separating used bottles
and recyclable materials, such as bottle caps and labels, provided participants with hands-on
learning about proper waste management to reduce the amount of waste that ends up in landfills
or is incinerated. This approach demonstrated how such materials could be efficiently reused.
Recycling water bottles and plastic materials helps decrease plastic waste in nature, thereby
reducing pollution from improperly managed plastic and conserving natural resources. The
primary goal of this activity was to raise awareness among students and participants about the
importance of recycling and environmental care. It aimed to foster behavioral change towards
the responsible use of resources, supporting sustainable practices and the conservation of the

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8. "Promoting Ethics and Public Consciousness among SWU Student Organization Leaders"

took place from November 15 to 18, 2023. This initiative aimed to engage student leaders
in activities to foster ethics, morality, and public consciousness.

This initiative focuses on creating educational materials, such as Big Books, Ruler for
Reading, Flashcard Bags, and Mini Slides, to provide children and youth with valuable knowledge
in areas such as education, self-development, life skills, and other competencies that will
enhance their potential for the future. The goal is to build their self-confidence and increase their
motivation to learn. Students in the academic year 2024 will produce and donate these

educational materials to schools in remote areas, including Nahi School, Khok Kong School,

Nakhlong School, and Nong Khai special Education Center, to support the learning process of
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16. SWU GOOD LIFE (September 12, 2024 — December 12, 2024)

The SWU GOOD LIFE project, taking place from September 12 to December 12, 2024,
aims to promote sustainability and environmental responsibility. The project includes activities
such as encouraging the use of waste materials to create reusable medicine bags, thereby
reducing waste and promoting proper waste management. Participants will also have the
opportunity to present creative ideas for new products made from recycled materials. The project
will campaign for recycling old bras into clean energy, reducing waste in the production process,
and motivating students to track their reduction in plastic usage in daily life. Additionally, it will
raise awareness about the importance of reducing plastic use to combat global warming. With
1,325 students involved, the project aims for at least 80% Srinakharinwirot student participate

and seeks to reduce paper waste by over 500 kilograms.
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17. Donation Drive for Flood Victims in Chiang Rai (September 20, 2024)

This project involves collaboration between communities in Bangkok and surrounding
areas to gather and send essential items to flood-affected regions. The goal is to foster a sense
of solidarity and support during times of crisis. The drive will provide vital resources, such as food,

clothing, medicine, and other basic necessities, to help flood victims recover and resume their

normal lives after the disaster
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18. SWU SMART VOLUNTEER FOR YOU 2024 (October 29, 2024 - November 2, 2024)

The SWU SMART VOLUNTEER FOR YOU 2024 project, which took place from October 29
to November 2, 2024, focused on enhancing the educational and physical environments of four
schools in Nong Khai Province, Thailand, and Laos. At Ban Nahee School, volunteers renovated
the library, organized educational books in subjects such as mathematics, English, and science,
ensuring they were engaging and easy to understand for 135 students. The project also aimed to
improve the school’s learning environment by decorating the library and creating a space for
knowledge exploration. At Khok Kong School, a small institution with 42 students, volunteers
provided sports equipment, such as volleyballs, footballs, and badminton gear, to promote
physical health. Improvements to the school’s infrastructure also took place, including creating a

connected kitchen and dining area to enhance student welfare. The Nong Khai Special
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Education Center, which supported 315 students with various disabilities, benefited from
activities such as art therapy and vocational training. Educational materials like Lego sets, sports
equipment, and necessary fundamental stuff in life were donated to promote independence and
life skills. At Na khlong School, volunteers assisted in improving agricultural learning areas,
allowing 50 students to engage in real-world farming activities. Additionally, sports activities were
organized to promote teamwork and physical health. The project also raised funds for building a
multipurpose hall, providing students with a versatile space for outdoor education and cultural

activities.
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
